This year, we’re investing 
around £1 million into 
improving St George’s 
Court.
Here’s what’s planned:

•	 Making communal stairs safer

•	 Decorating shared internal and 
external areas

•	 Tackling damp and mould issues

•	 Improving ventilation in flats

•	 Replacing sections of the water 
mains

•	 Checking and upgrading 
electrical supply capacity for 
future needs

•	 Replacing ground floor flat 
windows

We’re also refurbishing an empty 
flat to create a show flat. This will 
let you see the standard of work 
we’re planning for the rest of the 
building.



The main project.
What happens next?
We’ve now received planning permission for the main improvement works 
across St George’s Court.

The project is a major investment, and while it will take time, we are aiming to 
start work on the first block around April/May next year.

Before we get there, there’s a lot to do, including:

•	 Finalising detailed designs

•	 Preparing documents for contractors to price the work

•	 Reviewing contractor bids

•	 Selecting a contractor

•	 Agreeing final contracts

The Resident Steering Group will play an important role in helping us choose 
the contractor.
